The Guide to applied Geography Resources is a new and important part of
the Applied Geography Showcase developed as part of Geography
Awareness Week (GAW) 2009 (Nov. 16-20).

The purpose of the Guide to Applied Geography Resources is to identify
and promote academic, government, business, public interest group,
association, and other organizational websites from Canada and abroad
which feature materials that describe projects which are undertaken at the
request of a client, an agency, an employer, etc., to solve a specified
problem, to respond to a specified issue, to fix an identified malfunction, to
design a particular product, and so on.

For 2009, the website names (and their urls) are listed in the order of
receipt. In future years, should this be a popular Geography Awareness
Week initiative, the websites could be grouped by organization type (e.g.,
consulting firms, businesses, universities, GIS vendors, professional
associations, and federal, provincial, and municipal government agencies,
etc.) which provide requested goods or services.

Further, a selection of specialties for each website could be provided. By
way of brief comment, it is not unusual for employers to be concerned that
university and college graduates have limited “real world “experience. One
way of lighting a candle in that regard would be for future accounts of
applied geography resources to include mention of the kinds of specialties
that are provided by the organizations.
