La géographie et les études canadiennes

Au cours du dernier congres annuel de I’ AAG,
qui Sest tenu en mars a San Francisco, des dossiers
concernant tant le Canada que les Etats-Unis ont donné
lieu acing séancesconjointesdel’ AAG et del’ ACG. Bon
nombre de géographes canadiens (des membres du corps
enseignant et des étudiants du troisiéme cycle) ont assisté
a la rencontre qui d'ailleurs ne manquait certes pas de
« contenu canadien ». L es séances conjointes, qui avaient
pour but de consacrer plus officiellement les liens entre
les deux pays et leurs associations respectives, ont fait
I’ objet d’ une bonne publicité, sous la rubrique « séances
principales » du programme.

Les séances, tenues|’une alasuite del’autre au
cours d'une méme journée, ont mis en présence des
intervenants des deux cotés de la frontiére. Les séances
ont porté sur les thémes suivants : « L’immigration et le
logement au Canada et aux Etats-Unis »; « Le Canada et
les Etats-Unis: leur nature, leur espace et leur identité »;
« Comment approcher la frontiére canado-américaine »;
« L’ état des études canadiennes en géographie »; et « Le
Canada avec son économie et ses villes du savoir ». Les
discussions couvraient donc un assez large éventail de
préoccupations communes au Canada et aux Etats-Unis.

J étaisinvitée a participer a une table ronde sur
« L’ état desétudes canadiennes en géographie» organi sée
par Sara Beth Keogh et Susan Lucas, toutes deux
membres du Canadian Sudies Specialty Group de
I’AAG. Aunombredesautresinvitésfiguraient Margaret
Walton-Robert, de Wilfrid Laurier; Soren Larsen, de
I"Université du Missouri; et Alan McPherson, de SUNY
Buffao.

Je me suis d'abord demandée ce que les
géographes entendaient exactement par « études
canadiennes ». Bien gque nous soyons nombreux, dansle
milieu, a travailler sur des dossiers canadiens, nous
sommes hien peu a vouloir nous définir comme des
« canadianistes ». Pour la plupart, nous percevons
davantage le Canada comme un « contexte » et moins
comme '« essence » de nos sujets de recherche. En
naviguant sur le Web, je suis tombée sur une liste
d’enseignants de I’ Université Brock qui sidentifiaient
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Geography and Canadian Studies

At the recent AAG Annua Meeting held in
March in San Francisco five joint AAG-CAG sessions
were organized on US/Canada Cross-Boundary |ssues.
Many Canadian geographers (faculty and graduate
students) attended the meeting and there was certainly no
lack of *Canadian content’ throughout the meeting. The
joint sessionswere an attempt to moreformally recognize
the relationship between the two countries and
associations and were publicized prominently in the
program as ‘ Featured Sessions'.

The sessions were held sequentially on one day
and included participants from both sides of the border.
The sessions were on: ‘Immigration and Housing in
Canada and the United States’; ‘Canada and the US:
Nature, Place and Identity’; ‘ Approaching the Canada-
United States Border’; ‘ The State of Canadian Studiesin
Geography’ ; and ‘ Canada’ s Knowledge-Based Economy
and Cities'. As such they represented a relatively broad
spectrum of Canada-US cross-boundary issues.

| was invited to participate on a panel on ‘The
State of Canadian Studies in Geography’ organized by
Sara Beth Keogh and Susan Lucas both members of the
AAG Canadian Studies Specialty Group. Other panelists
were Margaret Walton-Roberts, Wilfrid Laurier; Soren
Larsen, University of Missouri; and, Alan McPherson,
SUNY Buffao.

The first question | asked myself was “what
exactly does ‘ Canadian Studies' mean to geographers?”’
Within the discipline, although many of us work on

Canadian issues, few would self-identify as

‘Canadianists. For most of us Canada is seen as

‘context’ rather than ‘core’ to the topics we research.

comme étant des « canadianistes » — seuls 2 sur 52 étaient
des géographes. Si d’autres universités produisaient de
telles listes, j’imagine qu’ on constaterait des proportions
semblables. Je vois dans cet état des choses un probléme
de perspective entre résidents et étrangers. D’ un cbté, il
apparait normal de considérer les géographes étrangers
qui étudient des dossiers canadiens comme en étant des
spéciaistesdésqu’ilsréalisent untravail derecherche sur
le Canada. Par ailleurs, je crois que, au-dela des
traditionalistes qui se spéciaisent dans la géographie
régional e, les géographes rel ativement peu nombreux qui
se disent « canadianistes » font plut6t des analyses
comparatives de phénomeénes qui distinguent le Canada
des Etats-Unis et, de plus en plus, des autres pays du
monde. Les séances conjointes de I’AAG ont ains
démontré que nous cherchons souvent a mieux
comprendre notre identité canadienne distinctive.

Une publication portant sur une conférence
organisée par le Centre des études canadiennes de
I"Université Simon Fraser et intitulée « Convergence et
divergence en Amérique du Nord : le Canada et les
Etats-Unis» (Froschauer, Fabbi et Pell, 2006) présenteun
examen critique des divers chemins qu’ ont empruntésles
deux pays. La publication offre aussi un apercu de la
place qu’ occupent les géographes au sein de ce champ
d’ expertise interdisciplinaire. L’affiliation des auteurs
n'étant indiquée nulle part, je nai pu identifier que
quatre geographes sur I'ensemble de plus de
60 collaborateurs qui ont participé a la préparation du
volume. Toutefais, il y apeut-étre des géographes dont je
ne connais pas les noms, et mon décompte n’ est donc pas
trés rigoureux.

Lorsgue j'a commencé a préparer des
documents pour ma communication alatable ronde, j’ ai
cru bon d' étudier ler6le quejouait lagéographie dansles
programmes d’' études canadiennesinterdisciplinaires. La
rareté, dans de nombreux programmes, des cours de
géographie tant obligatoires qu’ optionnels m’a frappée.
Bien que les priorités disciplinaires varient quelque peu
d’une université al’ autre, ce sont |es sciences politiques,
I"histoire et, parfois, I’économie qui semblent dominer.
L’ Université Simon Fraser offre 14 cours de géographie
a option, contre 28 en sciences politiques et 24 en
économie. Seuls 4 cours de géographie régionale sont
recommandés. Partout a travers le pays, la situation est
sensiblement la méme. On compte pourtant un certain
nombre d' universités qui n’offrent que 4 ou 5 cours de
géographie a option et une qui n’ en offre aucun.

Notre discipline s'est hien distancée de la
traditionnelle « géographie régionale ». A maintes
reprises, la mondialisation nous a fait tourner les yeux
vers |’ extérieur. Or, bien que nous ayons souvent porté
notre regard vers des sujetsrelatifs alafrontiére

While searching the web | came across a list of faculty
members at Brock University identified as
‘Canadianists — only 2 out of 52 were geographers. |
suspect if such lists were available for other universities
one might find a similar pattern. | think it's a matter of
insider/outsider perspective. For those non-Canadian
geographers who study Canadian issues, any type of
research on Canada would seem to qualify them as
Canadian specialists. However, on the inside, | suspect
that beyond those who specialize in more traditional
regional geography, the relatively few geographers who
consider themselves as ‘Canadianists engage in
comparative analyses of issues that distinguish Canada
from the US and increasingly other nations of the world.
Thus, as demonstrated in the AAG joint sessions, we
often seek to shed light on our distinctive Canadian
identity.

A publication based on a conference organized
by the Centre for Canadian Studies at Simon Fraser
University entitled Convergenceand Divergencein North
America: Canada and the United Sates (Froschauer,
Fabbi and Pell, 2006) provides a critical examination of
the various paths the two countries have taken. It also
provides someinsight into where geographersfit into this
interdisciplinary field. Although disciplinary affiliation
wasnot indicated, | could only identify contributionsfrom
4 geographers out of the more than 60 papers in the
volume. Now that’s not very scientific as there may be
geographers whose names | don’t recognize.

When | began preparing material for my panel
presentation | thought | would look at the role that
geography played in interdisciplinary Canadian Studies
programs. | wasstruck by the paucity of required or even
elective coursesin geography included in many programs.
Although the disciplinary emphasis varies somewhat
between universities, Political Science, History and in
places Economics seemto dominate the requirements. At
Simon Fraser University 14 geography courses are listed
as possible electives but this compares to 28 courses in
Political Science and 24 in Economics. Only 4 geography
courses are recommended — all regional geography
courses. Similar patterns appear across the country
although a number of universities have only 4 or 5
geography courseslisted as el ectives, and in oneinstance
none.

As a discipline we have moved away from
traditional ‘regional geography’. Globalization has
frequently shifted our gaze outwards and although
US/Canada border issues are part of that outward gaze,
new often interdisciplinary interests in area studies,
related to emerging regions in the new world economy
(China, Pacific Rim, South Asia etc), have gained
prominence. While afocus within the discipline of

I ntroduction

En passant en revue I’année écoulée, il semble
gu'il y ait statu quo. Les crises majeures sont absentes,
bien que nous soyons constamment préoccupés par le
nombre des adhésions qui, a ce stade, semble avoir
diminué |égérement par rapport a I’an dernier. Comme
prévu, nous avons entrepris une démarche de
sensibilisation al’ égard de la discipline dans |e cadre de
la Semaine de la sensibilisation a la géographie et nous
tachons d’améliorer notre site Web a I'intention des
membres. Le contrat qui nous lie aWiley-Blackwell pour
la publication de Le Géographe canadien arrive a
échéance, et nos échanges avec cette société sont trés
satisfaisants. Toutefois, la position du Conseil de
recherches en sciences humaines (CRSH) sur le libre
acces et sa future contribution financiére ne sont pas
encorearrétées. Notre situation financiére demeure saine,
ce qui nous donne la possibilité de trouver des moyens
d'intensifier I'intérét que suscite ladiscipline et celui des
membres de I’ Association.

Adhésions

Lenombredesadhésionsest cette année quel que
peu inférieur a ce qu'il était a cette date I’an dernier.
Avant |’ assemblée générale, I'an dernier, le nombre des
adhésions s devait a870, tandis que cette année, il est de
822. Letotal achuté substantiellement depuis 2005 (alors
gue la trés réussie assemblée annuelle s était tenue a
I’ Université de Western Ontario). Nous espérons gagner
quel quesnouveaux membreslorsdel’ assembléeannuelle
et atteindre le total del’an dernier, soit 948 adhésions. Si
nous considéronslesdonnéeshistoriques, desfluctuations
considérables se sont produites au cours des quelque 15
derniéres années. Je crois que celatient adiversfacteurs,
notamment a la nature évolutive de la discipline et aux
géographes qui I'exercent sans oublier le lieu de
I’assemblée annuelle. Bien que, en raison d'efforts
concertés, le nombre des adhésions des étudiants semble
demeurer a un niveau raisonnable, le pourcentage des
membres du corps professoral qui adhérent al’ ACG est
une entreprise incessante. Chris Sharpe, notre
vice-président, acalculé qu’ environ 29 % des professeurs
(y compris|les professeurs émérites) inscrits au répertoire
sont membres et qu’ apeine 52 % destitulaires de chaires
adhérent. Bien que cette situation ne soit pas nouvelle,
nous semblons demeurer sur la pente descendante. De
toute évidence, nous devons travailler plus fort et
convaincre nos collegues des avantages d adhérer a
I’ Association.

I ntroduction

In reviewing the past year it appears to be
‘business as usual’. There have been no major crises,
though we face on-going concerns about membership
numbers, which seen at this stage to be down dlightly
from last year. We have as planned, initiated efforts to
heighten awareness of the discipline in relationship to
Geography Awareness Week and are working on
improving our website for members. Our contract with
Wiley-Blackwell for the publication of The Canadian
Geographer is up for renewa and we have had very
satisfactory dealings with the company. However,
SSHRC's position on ‘open access and their future
provision of funding remains unresolved. Our financial
position continues to be sound which offers us the
potential to find ways of enhancing benefits to the
discipline and CAG members.

Membership

Our numbers are abit lower thisyear than at the
same time last year. Prior to the meeting last year they
were at 870 - this year they stand at 822. Numbers have
dropped substantially since 2005 (when the very
successful annual meeting was held at the University of
Western Ontario). We hopefully will pick up some more
members as a result of the annual meeting and hope to
reach last year’ stotal of 948. Inlooking at the historical
datathere have been significant fluctuations over the past
15yearsor so. | believe this reflects a variety of factors
including the changing nature of the discipline and the
geographerswho practiceit, aswell asthelocation of the
annual meetings. While, dueto concerted effortswe seem
to maintain student membership at areasonablelevel, the
percentage of faculty memberswho belongtothe CAGis
an on-going concern. Chris Sharpe, our vice-president,
has calculated that only about 29% of faculty members
(including Emeritus Professors) listed inthe Directory are
members and that only 52% of Chairs are members.
Although thissituation is not new, we seemto be heading
ever downhill. Clearly we need to work harder at
convincing our colleagues of the benefits of belonging to
the Association.

Study Groups

The creation of the Historical Geography Study
Group was approved last year. Members have had the
opportunity to formally join this group with renewal of
their 2007 membership.  Phillip Mackintosh, Brock
University isthe Chair. The Study Groupsplay important
rolesin creating networks of interest and thisis reflected
in the many specia sessionsin which members are

Le prix pour Distinction universitaire en géographie
Professeur Barry Boots

Award for Scholarly Distinction In Geography
Professor Barry Boots

Les contributions du Dr Barry Boots a la
géographie au Canada et al’international ont été detres
haut niveau et comportent de multiples facettes. 1l est
difficile de récapituler ses contributions ala géographie,
mais seul un apercu de sa carriere permet de montrer a
quel point il mérite amplement de recevoir le Prix de
I’Association canadienne des géographes pour
Distinction universitaire en géographie.

Barry sest distingué par ses nombreuses
publications dans le domaine de I’analyse spatide. Il
recoit des demandes des plus grands spécidistes de
I’analyse spatiale dans le monde pour concevoir des
ouvrages et articles mémorables. Tous les livres qu'il a
rédigés ou co-rédigesfont références aujourd’ hui dansle
domaine de I'analyse spatiale. Si les citations peuvent
servir debaromeétre, il est clair que pour un grand nombre
de spécialistes de I'analyse spatiale, ses travaux sont
inestimables. Son ouvrage collectif sur les tessellations
spatialestémoignedel’ importance de sacontribution aux
études sur laforme spatiale. Google scholar estime que
I’ouvrage a été cité 1 192 fois jusgu’'a présent. Ses
articles écrits en collaboration sur le | de Moran, qui est
la plus importante mesure de I’ auto-corrélation spatiale,
sont des incontournables pour quiconques'intéresseala
dépendance spatiale et a I'hétérogénéité spatiale.
Derniérement, il a rédigé en collaboration plusieurs
articles portant sur la comparaison de cartes et a élaboré
des mesures des formes locales pour les données
catégoriques en vue d outiller les chercheurs dans la
vérification des hypothéses sur les formes
cartographiquesal’ aided’ instruments statistiquesprécis.

Une thématique qui ressort des recherches
menées par Barry est son intérét marqué pour lesformes
spatiales et pour les processus en lien avec elles. Il est
identifié comme principal e autorité en matiere d’ analyse
de voisinage, dauto-corrélation spatiale et de
diagrammes Voronoi, un statut qu’il a mérité non
seulement en publiant environ 100 articlesuniversitaires,
mais également par sa contribution a une diversité
remarquable de domainesd’ application et dedisciplines.
Pour vous donner une meilleure idée de son incroyable
dextérité intellectuelle, un apercu est donné des revues
dans lesquelles ses articles sont parus. Annals of the
American Association of Geographers, Modelling and
Smulation, Canadian Journal of Zoology, Economic
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Dr. Barry Boots contributions to geography
both in Canada and internationally have been truly
outstanding and multifaceted. Summarizing Barry’s
contributions to geography is a difficult task; however,
even a brief overview of his career demonstrates that he
is eminently deserving of the Canadian Association of
Geographers  Award for Scholarly Distinction in
Geography.

Barry Boots began his career at the University
of Bristol in England. During his time at Bristol, Dr.
Arthur Getiswasavisiting lecturer. Their meeting led to
a productive research period at Rutgers where Barry
completed hisPhD under thesupervision of Arthur Getis.
Thiswasto lead to their classic book, Models of Spatial
Processes, published in 1978.

Barry hasdistinguished himself by contributing
heavily tothe spatial analytical literature. Heissought by
some of the outstanding spatial analystsin the world to
create memorable books and papers. Each book he has
authored or co-authored has become a standard in the
field of spatial analysis. If citationsare any guide, Boots
work has proved to be invaluable to a large number of
spatial analysts. His co-authored book on spatial
tessellations is a landmark in the area of spatial form.
According to Google Scholar this book has been cited
1,192 times. His co-authored articles on Moran’s |, the
most important spatial autocorrelation statistic, is
necessary reading for anyone concerned with spatial
dependence and spatial heterogeneity. Recently, he has
co-authored several papers on map comparison and has
developed local pattern measuresfor categorical datathat
equip researchers with the statistical tools needed for
accurate testing of hypotheses about patterns on maps.

A centra theme that runs throughout Barry’s
research is his overriding interest in spatial patterns and
the processes associated with these patterns. His statusas
one the foremost authorities on point pattern analysis,
spatial autocorrelation, and Voronoi diagrams has been
earned not only through his nearly 100 scholarly
publications, but al so through the remarkablediversity of
application areas and disciplines that his work has
advanced. To demonstrate his remarkable intellectual
dexterity, consider the following sample of journalsin
which he has published: Annals of the American
Association of Geographers, Modelling and Smulation,
Canadian Journal of Zoology, Economic Geography,
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Geography, Journal of Glaciology, Journal of
Environmental Management, Journal of Retailing,
Papers in Regional Science, International Journal of
Geographic Information Science, Ecological Modelling,
Geographical Analysis, International Journal of Remote
Sensing, Soviet Geography and Metallography.

Le Dr Boots est devenu un des géographes
quantitatifs de premier plan au Canada. En Amérique du
Nord, parmi les chercheurs en géographie, il est estimé
comme un des grands tenants de I’ analyse spatiale. Ce
domaine est présentement en pleine croissance, laguelle
est stimulée par les progrés technologiques qui ont été
réalisées dans les sciences d'information géographique.
Le nom de Boots est étroitement lié a ce progres. De
plus, son travail a titre de co-rédacteur pour Le
Géographe canadien lui a permis de se hisser parmi les
meilleurs chercheurs en géographie en Amérique du
Nord. A I’extérieur de I’ Amérique du Nord, Boots est
reconnu mondialement comme chef de file pour ses
modeéles de systémes spatiaux. || était le président de la
Commission sur la modélisation des systémes
géographiquesdel’ Union géographiqueinternational eet,
en cettequalité, il apréparé des colloquesinternationatix
majeurs, des ouvrages et des numéros spéciaux de
revues. || est le seul canadien aagir atitre de membre de
la Commission. Ses travaux sont cités par une panoplie
de spécidistesinternationaux en analyse spatiale. [Isont
acquis une grande renommée en particulier au Japon ou
il est engagé dans une collaboration a long terme avec
des grands spécialistes japonais de |’ analyse spatiale.

Barry Boots a aussi grandement contribué ala
communauté géographique. Il mériterait d’ étre reconnu
uniguement pour son extraordinairegénérositédont il fait
preuve a I'endroit des étudiants des cycles supérieurs
gu'il a conseillés et des nouveaux professeurs qu'il a
parrainés. Alors que nous aspirons tous a étre des
universitaires de haut niveau, peu d entre nous arrivent a
laisser une marque indélébile et significative danstoutes
les sphéres de la profession. Une des personnes qui a
réuss a atteindre cet objectif est Barry Boots et, ce
faisant, il aaidéafaconner lagéographie au Canadaet a
travers e monde.

Journal of Glaciology, Journal of Environmental
Management, Journal of Retailing, Papersin Regional
Science, International Journal of Geographic
Information Science, Ecological Modelling,
Geographical Analysis, International Journal of Remote
Sensing, Soviet Geography and Metallography.

Dr. Boots has become one of the leading
guantitative geographers in Canada. In North America,
among geographic researchers, he is considered one of
theforemost proponentsof spatial analysis. Thisfield has
been growing rapidly of late, stimulated by the
technological developments in the geographical
information sciences. Boots' name goes hand-in-hand
with these developments. In addition, his former co-
editorship of The Canadian Geographer has placed his
name before most research geographers in North
America. Internationally, beyond North America, Boots
is highly regarded as a leader in modeling spatial
systems. He was the chair of the IGU Commission on
Modeling Geographical Systems and in that capacity
organized important international conferences, books,
and special issues of journals. He continues as the only
Canadian member of that Commission. Hiswork iscited
by acadre of international specidistsin spatial analysis.
In particular, hiswork has great prestige in Japan where
he has developed a long term productive collaboration
with leading Japanese spatial analysts.

Barry Boots has aso made extensive
contributions to the community of geography. His
generosity in advising graduate students and mentoring
young faculty is second to none and for this contribution
alone he deserves recognition. While al of us aspire to
excel as scholars, few are able to make sustained and
significant impacts across all aspects of the profession.
Barry Boots is one person who has achieved this goal,
and in doing so, he has helped shape geography in
Canada and worldwide.

Award for Scholarly Distinction In Geography
Professor Meric S. Gertler

Meric Gertler est un universitaire exceptionnel.

Il a su se tailler une réputation solide de calibre
international gréce a ses articles de recherche originaux
dans le domaine de la géographie économique et des
disciplines connexes telles que la science économique,
les étudesdelagestion, ainsi quelascience politique. La
page suivante...

Meric Gertler isan exceptional scholar. He has
earned a substantial international reputation for his
original contributionsto researchineconomic geography
and in the associated fields of economics, management
studies, and political science. The breadth and scope of
his work is impressive. His early research on capital
marketsand regional development, summarizedinabook
on Regional Dynamics, contributed to setting the
research agendain regional analysis at that time. Since
then he has made path-setting contributionsin numerous
areas of the discipline, including contributions to the
study of flexible production, the innovation process in
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portée et I’ étendue de sestravaux sont remarquables. Ses
premieres recherches, qui abordent les marchés des
capitaux et le développement régional et dont une
synthése a été publiée dans I'ouvrage Regional
Dynamics, ont contribué, a cette époque, al’ élaboration
d’'un programme de recherche dans le domaine de
I’ analyserégionale. Depuis, il aenrichi considérablement
lesdifférentes spécialités deladiscipline par destravaux
a la fine pointe des connaissances menés sur la
production flexible, le processus d'innovation en
production industrielle, les fondements sociaux de
I’ ancrage spatial desentreprises, et le dével oppement des
régions d apprentissage. Ses travaux ont contribué plus
largement a notre compréhension de la mutation des
fondements géographiques de la nouvelle économique
urbaine. Nombre de sesarticles sont devenusaujourd’ hui
des références majeures dans les revues universitaires
internati onal es spéciali sées en géographi e économique.

Un apercu de son plus récent travail a d' abord
été donné dans I’ ouvrage Manufacturing Culture: The
Governanceof Industrial Practice, danslequel il propose
un examen des normes sociales et culturelles, des
atitudes et du comportement ingtitutionnel qui
composent |e processus de base de I’ apprentissage et de
I"accumulation de connaissances. Ces facteurs donnent
un soutien et une direction au processus de production et
a la capacité des entreprises, secteurs et régions
d’innover et d’ étre compétitifs dans une économique
mondiale. Un projet en cours consiste a réaliser une
analyse comparative des systémes et grappes industriels
canadiens, ainsi qu’ a documenter dans quelle mesure le
réseautage socia et les interactions qui existent au sein
de ces grappes sont importantes pour le succes
économique.

Le Dr Gertler et ses éudiants se consacrent
également a une recherche menée en paraléle qui a
contribué a documenter |I'émergence des économies
créatives dans les villes-régions de I'Ontario et du
Canada. Elle apermis d’ établir des normes d’ excellence
pour pouvoir comparer ces villes-régions a celles des
Etats-Unis, du Royaume-Uni et des autres pays
européens. Cette recherche a en effet démontré que les
industries culturelles, prises globa ement, sont devenues
un des principaux moteurs de croissance des économies
urbaines et un indicateur clé de la revitalisation des
anciens quartiers centraux et zonesd’ emploi. Son travail
souligneen particulier leréle majeur quejouent laqualité
devieet ladiversité pour attirer letalent versunerégion.

manufacturing, the socia foundations of the spatial
clustering of firms and the evolution of learning regions,
and more broadly to our understanding of the changing
geographical foundations of the new urban economy.
Several of his articles are now among the most highly
cited references in economic geography in the
international academic literature.

His latest work, initially outlined in a book on
Manufacturing Culture: The Governance of Industrial
Practice, examines the social and cultural norms,
attitudes and institutional behaviour that form the core
process of learning and knowledge accumulation. These
factors both underpin and direct the production process
and the ability of firms, sectors and regions to innovate
and to compete in the global economy. One current
project involves the comparative analysis of Canadian
industrial systems and clusters, and documents the
importance for economic success of the social
networking and interactions that take place within these
clusters.

Parallel research by Dr. Gertler and hisstudents
has also played a leading role in documenting the
emergence of creative economies in city-regions across
Ontario and Canada, and the benchmarking of these
developments in comparison to city-regionsin the U.S,,
U.K. and other European countries. This latter research
has demonstrated that cultural industries asagroup have
become one of the prime engines of growth in urban
economies and aleading indicator of therevitalization of
older city neighbourhoods and employment districts. In
particular, his work has illustrated the key role that
quality of life and diversity play in attracting talent to a
region.

Thisnew approach, emphasi zing the production,
use and transfer of knowledge through innovation and
learning, set inthecontext that recognizesthecrucial role
of cultural norms and institutional practices in the
application of that knowledge, is certain to be one of the
original contributions to our understanding of urban
economic geography inthe 21% century. Hisresearch has
aso made significant contributions to public policy
debates on innovation, creativity and the changing
economies of city regions in Canada and abroad.

The outstanding quality of Dr. Gertler's
scholarly research and writing, and his varied
contributions to both theory and practice, has already
been recognized by other institutions. He currently holds
the Goldring Chair in Canadian Studies in University
College at the University of Toronto, and in 2005 was
elected asafellow of Academy Il of the Royal Society of
Canada. He is frequently called upon to give visiting
lectures and to provide policy advice to universities,
research institutes and governments in other countries.
He s fully deserving of the CAG Award for Scholarly
Distinction.

Everitt of Brandon University (Manitoba) for the CAG
Award for Service to the Profession of Geography.

Professor John Everitt will retire from Brandon
University in 2008. It isbothtimely and most appropriate
that he receive the CAG Award for Service to the
Profession of Geography in recognition of the dedicated
and numerous contributionsto thedisciplinehehasmade
over his more than 35 years in Canada. Through John
Everitt's stalwart efforts the discipline has been
admirably served. Professor Everitt has promoted and
advanced geography both within and outside academe,
and both within and outside Canada. In particular he has
made important contributions in terms of teaching,
research, administration, as well as consulting and
community service.

Professor Everitt has contributed to teaching at
both graduate and undergraduate levels. He has been
both an innovative and a successful teacher. Since 1973
at the undergraduate level he hasregularly taught a"full
load" of 18 credit hoursfromfirst-year introductory level
to4thlevels(in sometwenty different courses), aswell as
assuming other duties and responsibilities. In total
Professor Everitt has taught over 8,000 students at a
University that has averaged less than 3,000 students
total enrollment a year. Although there is no graduate
program at Brandon University, Professor Everitt has
served on many Undergraduate Honours Thesis
committees, aswell asgeography graduate committeesin
BC, Ontario, and Manitoba. Professor Everitt hasworked
with graduate students in Geography (now Environment
and Geography), Community Health Sciences, and the
Centre on Aging at the University of Manitoba, where he
isan adjunct faculty member. Morerecently he has been
on several M.A. Degree supervisory and examination
committees in the relatively new Department of Rura
Development at BU in which he is a "Contributing
Faculty Member". Intotal Professor Everitt hasserved on
ten M A and nine Ph.D. committees.

Professor Everitt hasgiven over 150 conference
presentationsand hasmorethan 150 publications. Hehas
rarely missed a meeting of the CAG or its Prairie
Division. Although hisresearchisnot directly related to
this CAG award, a considerable amount of Professor
Everitt's research has been applied, or directed to the
Manitoba community (and el sewhere) and consequently
has had an impact on raising the profile of the discipline
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et responsabilités. Le professeur Everitt a enseigné plus
de 8 000 étudiants inscrits a une université qui en
moyenne dispense un enseignement a 3 000 étudiants ou
moins par année.

Le professeur Everitt a donné plus de 150
communications a des colloques et a publié au-dela de
150 articles. Sauf exception, il a participé a tous les
congrésde |’ ACG et deladivision des Prairies. Malgré
lefait que ce prix del’ ACG ne porte pas sur ses intéréts
de recherche, une part considérable des recherches
menées par le professeur Everitt a été utilisée par la
communauté manitobaineoudirigéeverselle (et ailleurs)
et que, par conséguent, ses recherches ont permis
d améliorer le profil de la discipline de la géographie
bien au-dela des murs universitaires.

Professor Everitt is never reticent about calling
himself a geographer when in public, and as a
consultant-geography has been used by a variety or
organizations in the Prairies. In this context Professor
Everitt's research on aging, urban renewal, and heritage
has been used in Brandon, and his co-edited book on the
Geography of Manitoba has brought widespread acclaim
to the Geography Department at Brandon University.
This book, was instrumental in stimulating at least two
other volumes on provincia regiona geography in
Canada. His work on Belize brought him international
acclaim. Similarly hiswork on the grain trade in Canada
has made him an 'on-call' person across the prairies on
this topic for other authors, newspapers, and radio and
TV broadcasts -at the same time boosting his profession
and his department. Professor Everitt's recent research
work on the quality of life, tourism and sustainability of
Puerto Vallarta, Jalisco, Mexico along with hisresearch
seminars to faculty at the campus of the University of
Guadalgara in Puerto Valata have built and
strengthened ties among geographers in Canada and
Mexico.

Hehascontributed to the professioninanumber
of administrative roles. For example, he served as Chair
of the Department for nearly thirteen years. Apart from
the usual selection of university committees, he was
selected as a geographer on several other committees
related to the internationalization of the university and
the promotion of rural studies. Heis currently serving as
the member responsible for 'geography’ on the Editorial
Board of the forthcoming Encyclopedia of Manitoba.
Professor Everitt has always reviewed research papers
for journalswillingly and on time, and hasrefereed some
two-dozen grant applicationsfor groups such asthe NSF
and the SSHRC. In recent years, as a mark of John
Everitt's status within geography he has been asked, by
faculty and administratorsin many institutions, to act as
anexternal refereefor tenureand promotion applications,
and for decanal positions. He has served as an external
examiner for anumber of departmental reviews.

Professor Everitt has worked hard to increase
the public profile of geography within BU aswell asin
hislocal region of Westman, Manitoba. He has been on
anumber of local Brandon committees as a geographer,
and has served as a founding Board Member and Vice
President on the Neighbourhood Renewal Committee
(NRC) of Brandon, and President (for five years) and
founding Board Member of Riverbank Inc., a local
environmental group. He was also instrumental in
promoting the need for an urban geographer on the board
of the NRC, written into its constitution. Professor

He al so used
his professional skills in the Assiniboine Historical
Society asamember and Board Member, and in various
ethnic, aging, and women's groups in Brandon. He has
been closely involved with the BU Local Committee of
World University Serviceof Canadafor over thirty years,
being instrumental in bringing twenty-five refugee
studentsto Canada. He has served on both the municipal
and provincia heritage committees. Once again as a
geographer, Professor Everitt has given guest lectures at
avariety of local and provincial organizations, and many
presentations to Brandon City Council and the Brandon
and Area Planning Didtrict. In total, he has been
exceedingly successful at enhancing the reputation of
geography asanimportant and relevant disciplinewithin
the university and elsewhere.

Within the profession, Professor Everitt has
served on the Royal Canadian Geographical Society (he
isaFelow of the RCGS) and NCGE committees, he has
served on the executive of, as well as President of, the
CAG, and has represented the CAG at both AAG and
IBG meetings. He is active in a number of AAG and
CAG gpecidlity groups. Locally he is best known as a
co-founder of (in 1976), and adriving force behind, the
Prairie Division of the CAG. John served as both
Secretaryl Treasurer and President of this organization,
edited its Newsletter, and received both research and
service awards from the Division. He has aso been
active as a geographer in other academic groups,
indicating his recognized value outside of the discipline.
HewasaVice President of the Canadian Society for the
Study of Names. He has been active in the Centre on
Aging at the University of Manitoba, served for many
years on its Advisory Board, is a Research Affiliate in
the Centre, and is a part of national grant applications
(Community University Research Alliance -CURA,
SSHRC) with other members of the Centre. He has
presented guest lectures and/or seminars at some twenty
universities in Canada, the USA, the UK, Mexico,
Austrig, and Germany.

Professor Everitt has clearly served the
discipline of geography in Canada in a wide variety of
ways, and has continually demonstrated the importance
of geographic issues within the contemporary world. He
has been very effective in all aspects of our profession
-teaching and research as well as service. John has been
atrueambassador for Geography in Canada. He hasbeen
recognised by his university, his CAG Division and by
the RCGS. Honoring Professor Everitt with the CAG
Award for service to the profession of geography will
give him due recognition and invigorate his continuing
contributions to knowledge to the discipline of

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Award for Excellence in Teaching Geography
Professor Michael F. Fox

Mike Fox has, until his recent retirement, been
ateacher for more than 39 years. Some 36 of these years
were spent at Carleton in a department where until
recently the faculty all knew one another and their
students, and where devotion to students was part of the
departmental ethos. Among the many teachers who
conducted themselves with enthusiasm for the “task
eternal” (Carleton’s motto) Mike Fox stands out. Thisis
not because he has been good at his job, and he has, but
because he believes he has been privileged to be able to
contribute to the needs of students.

He has taught courses variously described as “
introductory ”, “statistical ", “aeria photography” and
substantive coursein “agricultural geography”. That the
subject matter of introductory and agricultural geography
might appeal to a large number of students is perhaps
understandable, but few students elect to take statistics
and only do so because it is a requirement of the
program. Y et Mike, asin all his courses, obtained scores
that exceed departmental, faculty and university means,
and amazingly these scores held from first year through
the graduate years. Most university lecturers rejoice in
their achievement as students come to realize the truly
formidable talent that is in front of them; unlike most,
thisis clear about Mike Fox from first exposure! How is
this enviable record achieved ?

One answer is that Mike has long employed
new technical and pedagogic insights to advance the
cause of learning, including in his most recent phase, the
incorporation of sound and visualization techniquesinto
web-based courses. A second is that he has actively
researched how these materials are received and has
published his results in the appropriate learned journals
to assist others. Asaresult of his class room experience
and his research activity he was asked and agreed to
serve as associate dean for many years so that
appropriate guidance might be given and meaningful
policies relating to teaching implemented. Yet one
suspectsthat thiswas not the most compelling reason for
his appointment to this position nor the fact that his
classes have been so well attended. Rather, it is because
of a reputation as a caring individual who is always
available inside or outside the class room, one who is
always willing to serve, and to do so with atremendous
sense of humour. Again as educatorswe have all known
professors, thankfully few, who though they have little
substantively to impart do so with humour and enjoy
student support. Thisis not the case here because though
Mike actively employs laughter he also approaches his

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Le prix d'Excellence pour
I'enseignement en géographie
Professeur Michael F. Fox

Mike Fox a été enseignant pendant plus de 39
ans avant de prendre sa retraite tout récemment. Il a
passé quelques 36 années a Carleton au sein d'un
département ou il n'y apassi longtemps, les professeurs
et | es étudiants se connaissaient et ol régnait une culture
de dévotion envers les éudiants. Mike Fox se distingue
parmi les enseignants qui ont tout donné pour leur travail
et fait honneur a la devise de I'université (« task
eterna »). Il n’a pas seulement été bon dans son travail,
mais il s'est toujours considéré comme quelqu’un de
privilégié depouvoir répondre aux besoins des étudiants.

Il a donné des cours dont le descriptif était
vague et contenait des mots comme « introductif »,
« statistique », « photographie aérienne » et des cours
plus essentiels sur la« géographie agricole . Bienqu’on
puisse comprendre que des sujets qui abordent
I'introduction a la matiére et la géographie agricole
attirent un bon nombre d étudiants, peu d’entre eux
choisissent de suivre des cours sur lastatistique, amoins
gueleprogrammed’ étudesleur impose. En dépit decela,
il est remarquable que Mike a toujours obtenu de ses
étudiants du premier cycle et des cycles supérieurs des
évaluationsplusé evées quelamoyenne du département,
de la faculté et de I'université. La plupart des
universitaires se réjouissent de I'excellence de leur
accomplissement quand |l es étudiantscomprennent qu’ils
ont devant eux une personne de grand talent.
Contrairement alaplupart desautres, celatransparait des
le premier contact avec Mike! Comment a-t-il réussi ase
distinguer ainsi?

Une explication est que Mike a longtemps
utilisé des nouveaux savoirs techniques et pédagogiques
pour contribuer a I'avancement de I’ apprentissage, y
compris notamment dans sa phase la plus récente, ou il
intégre destechniques sonores et visuellesdans sescours
offerts sur Internet. Une autre est ses recherches menées
sur la fagon dont ce support d’'information est recu, et
dont lesrésultats ont été publiés dansdesrevues savantes
appropriées en vue d apporter un soutien aux autres.
L’ expérience acquise dans la salle de classe et dans le
cadrede sesprojetsderechercheslui ont valu derecevoir
et d’ accepter uneinvitation pour étre vice doyen pendant
plusieurs années, un réle qui I'a permis de donner des
conseils judicieux et mettre sur pied des politiques
d’enseignement pertinentes. On peut quand méme se
douter qu'il ne S agissait pas de la principale raison
d ére nommé a ce poste, ni le fait que le taux de
participation a ses cours était éevé.

Fox believes (1) that teaching per seisbut one
aspect of alarger |earning process (2) that whilelearning
takesplaceinavariety of ways“ through visual, auditory
and practical (‘tactile”) means, the “normal “ form of
delivery has been auditory, and he seeksto broaden this,
matching the predisposition of particular individuals to
specific learning approaches while recognizing that the
difficulty of thisincreases with class size (3) that hisjob
includes not only imparting substantive and conceptual
material but alove and appreciation of the subject matter
and (4) a capacity and desire to solve problems through
the development of capacity to reason and the adoption
of appropriate skills (5) that whatever the success a
student ultimately achieves, by whatever route, each
must be accorded respect and dignity though the
expression of that need not always be identical. This
winsthe respect of students and hundreds of lettersfrom
his students have drawn out these points though in a
variety of expressions and some more articulate than
others. Oneof thebetter lettersnoted that “ Good teachers
share knowledge in order to awaken the mind, not to
prove theirs is superior” (Kawika). Surely that is the
ultimate compliment for a life spent in the service of
others.

Award for Geography in the Service of
Government or Business
Professor Quentin Chiotti

Quentin Chiotti iscurrently the Air Programme
Director and Senior Scientist for Pollution Probe, a post
he has held since 2002. At Pollution Probe he is
responsible for directing their initiatives and providing
scientific advice onthelinkages between climatechange,
air quality, acid rain and a range of key environmental
health policy issues. He has been engaged in various
aspects of the climate change debate for a decade and a
half now, and has contributed to this discussion through
scholarly papers, research reports, conference and public
presentations, participation in special panels and task
forces, and an unknown but remarkable number of media
interviews.

As ameasure of his knowledge and expertise,
he currently sits as Pollution Probe’ s representative on a
number of high-profile committees. These include the
Canadian Climate Impacts and Adaptation Research
Network (Ontario), the Clean Air Foundation, the
Laidlaw Foundation, the Advisory Committee to
Transport Canada’ s Sustainable Transportation Strategy,
and the Management Committee to the National Air
Quality Hedlth Index. The list of his previous board,
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estimé pour ses qualités de coaur, qui lui ont amené ase
forger une réputation de quelqu’un qui est toujours
disponible a I'intérieur et a I’ extérieur de la salle de
cours, qui se met toujours trés volontiers au service des
autres et qui pratique un humour extraordinaire. En tant
gu’ enseignant, nous avons tous heureusement connu peu
de professeurs qui, malgré n’avoir rien de substantiel a
nous transmettre, le faisait avec humour en suscitant
I’ adhésion des étudiants. Mike n’a pas du tout le méme
profil, car s'il aimait provoquer lerire, il envisageait son
travail en faisant preuve d’ un discernement tout en étant
alapointe des connai ssances courantes en philosophie et
en adoptant une philosophie de I’ éducation.

Mike Fox est de I'avis que (1) I’ enseignement
en soi est une partie d'une démarche d’ apprentissage
élargie, (2) bienquel’ acquisition deconnaissancessefait
de plusieurs fagons et en fonction de moyens « visuels,
auditifs et pratiques (tactiles) », lavoie « normale » de
transmission aété auditive, et il souhaitel’ élargir afin de
rendre plus harmonieux |es prédispositions de chacun et
les processus d’ apprentissage tout en reconnaissant que
le niveau de difficulté augmente en fonction de lataille
delaclasse, (3) son emploi comprend non seulement le
transfert desinformations substantielleset conceptuel les,
maisaussi un amour et une appréciation pour le sujet, (4)
la compétence et le désir de résoudre les problemes
dépendent de la capacité de raisonner et de développer
des habiletés pertinentes et (5) peu importe le degré de
succes que les étudiants connaitront ultimement, et par
quel cheminils|’atteindront, il faut garantir achacun le
respect et la dignité, bien que ce besoin ne soit pas
toujours exprimé de la méme fagon. Ceci lui permet de
gagner le respect des étudiants comme le témoigne les
centaines de lettres qu’il a regues de ses étudiants dans
lesquelles ces points sont tous abordés en des termes
différents, dont certains plus expressifs que d’ autres. On
peut lire dans une des lettres les plus remarquabl es que
« les bons profs transmettent des connaissances afin
d éveiller I’ esprit, et non pour prouver que le leur est
supérieur » (Kawika). Voilasans doute le compliment le
plus beau qu’ on puisse recevoir pour avoir consacré sa
vie au service des autres.

Le prix de Géographie au service du
gouver nement ou des affaires
Professeur Quentin Chiotti

Depuis 2002, Quentin Chiotti occupe chez
Pollution Probe |e poste de directeur du Programme Air
et celui de chercheur principal. A Pollution Probe, il ala
charge de diriger leurs initiatives et de fournir des
conseils scientifiques sur les liens entre le changement
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committee and task-force appointmentsisevenlonger. A
partia list includes participation in the Ad Hoc Panel to
the Joint Federal-Provincia Air Management Committee
(a group that reported to the Canadian Council of
Environmental Ministers), the Air Quality and
Atmospheric  Conditions Cluster Group for the
Environmental and Sustainable Devel opment I nitiative of
the National Roundtable on the Environment and the
Economy, and the Advisory Board for Environment
Canada's multi-stakeholder study on Atmospheric
Change in the Toronto-Niagara Region.

Prior to joining Pollution Probe and following
his graduation from the University of Western Ontario,
where he studied for his Ph.D. with the late Michael
Troughton, Quentin held appointments at various
Canadian universities. He taught on a limited-term
contract in the Geography Department at the University
of Guelph and then completed post-doctoral fellowships
at Carleton, L ethbridge and Toronto. Asameasure of his
remarkable versatility, his first post-doc was funded
through SSHRC, his second through an Alberta-based
foundation, the Nat Christie Foundation, and the third
through NSERC.

It was during this period in his career that in
addition to working on an admirable number and range
of research publications, Quentin came to be recognized
as a natural in the classroom. Highly regarded by both
students and colleagues, Quentin combinesalove of his
subject, with a delivery style that is, simultaneously,
informative and attention grabbing. Before theinvention
and wide-spread adoption of computer-based
presentation software, and the establishment of multi-
media educational offices, Quentin was seamlessly
incorporating a range of materials and media into his
lectures, embracing teaching techniques that didn’t
replace the traditional lecture but rather complemented
this approach.

Quentin is, without a single doubt, a classic
geographer. In both his scholarly work and
environmental advocacy, he brings an impressive
understanding of the connections between the physical
and human dimensionsof the climate change debate. And
once he has linked the human and the physical, he
repackages this information using awriting style that is
both compelling and accessible. Quentin is not only
actively engaged in doing real geography outside the
post-secondary system, but the issues he tackles on a
daily basisreally matter!

Sinceimmersing himself into the climate change
and air quality debate nearly a decade and a half ago,
Quentin has amassed an impressive record of
accomplishments. But what is truly remarkable about
Quentin Chiotti isthat despite operating at the interface
between | eading-edge scienceand policy, andinteracting

(Ontario), laFondation Air pur, laFondation Laidlaw, le
comité consultatif pour la Stratégie de développement
durable de Transports Canada, et le comité de gestion
pour I'Indice de la qualité de I'air axé sur la santé. La
liste serait beaucoup pluslongue si on gjoutait toutes les
fonctionsqu'il aexercées au sein de conseils, comités et
groupes de travail. Parmi ses fonctions, soulignons le
panel ad hoc du Comité fédéral-provincial sur lagestion
delaqualité del'air (un groupe mandaté par le Consell
canadiendesministresdel’ environnement), le Groupede
concentration sur la qualité de I'air et les conditions
atmosphériques pour I’ Initiative sur I’ environnement et
le développement durable de la
Tablerondenationalesur I’ environnement et I’ économie,
et I’ Etude multipartite de la région Toronto-Niagara sur
les changements atmosphériques.

Avant de sejoindre a Pollution Probe et peu de
temps apres |’ obtention de son dipléme de I’ Université
de Western Ontario ou il aterminé son doctorat sous la
direction du regretté Michael Troughton, Quentin a
assuré des cours dans plusieurs universités canadiennes.
Il a obtenu un contrat de courte durée qui lui a permis
d'enseigner au Département de géographie de
I'Université de Guelph et, par la suite, il a effectué des
stages postdoctoraux aux universités Carleton,
Lethbridge et de Toronto. Une preuve de saremarquable
versatilité est le fait qu'il a regu une bourse du CRSH
pour son premier stage, la Fondation Nat Christie de
I’ Albertapour le second, et le CRSNG pour letroisieme.

Cettepériodedesacarriére, durant laquelleil se
penchait sur un grand nombre et une vaste gamme de
publications, a révélé ses talents de pédagogue.
Hautement admiré par ses étudiants et collégues, la
passion pour son sujet qui habite Quentin semarrie ason
style pédagogique qui est a la fois instructif et
accrocheur. Avant mémequeleslogicielsde présentation
soient inventés et adoptéspour I’ enseignement, et queles
supports multimédias prennent leur place dans nos
bureaux, Quentinintégrait harmonieusement unegamme
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on a regular basis with business leaders, highly-placed
bureaucrats and elected officials, he remains very much
his own person, in touch with his core values and the
ideals that brought him to the environmental movement
in the first place. He is overtly aware of his own
ecological footprint and has organized his life (e.g., he
uses public transit daily) in accordance with his
environmental principles. Not only does he “talk the
talk”, but he “walks the walk” too!

We live in a time characterized by many big
problems and, seemingly, not enough good answers. Itis
atime when, according to some commentators, we face
an “ingenuity gap”. And even though scholarship and
politicsmay well occupy separate domains, thereismuch
value to be gained by inserting not just geographical
perspectives into political and policy debates, but
geographers too. That is what Dr. Quentin Chiotti does
on adaily basis. It iswith great pleasure that we honour
him and his contributions with the CAG Award for
Geography in the Service of Government or Business.

Groupes d' éude

universitaire de la vallée du Fraser a Abbotsford
(Colombie-Britannique) en mars. L’énergie et

La traduction
vers le francais a suscité certains problémes au cours de
laderniére année, mai stout semble maintenant étrerentré
dans |’ ordre.

Roger Hayter a également mis en vedette des
articlesdesommitésdanscertainsnuméros. Il s agitd’ une
série d articles de recherche d’ intégration ou de synthése
signés par des personnes ayant des perspectives de
carriére chargées et distinguées. La premiére en lice est
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involved during the Annual Meeting. Roger Hayter,
Editor of The Canadian Geographer has plans to engage
the Study Groupsto agreater extent in submissionsto the
journal.

Regional Divisions

| had the great pleasure of attending two regional
division meetings during the past year, the Prairie
Division meeting held in Rugby, North Dakota in early
October, and the Western Division meeting held at the
University College of the Fraser Valley in Abbotsford,
BCinMarch. Theenergy and enthusiasm evident at these
meetings is very encouraging. In addition to attracting
graduate students and faculty the regional meetings also
provide an opportunity for undergraduate participation as
well asinteractionwithlocal instructorsfrom collegesand
high schools. Whileanumber of these participantsdo not
become members of the Association, encouraging
interaction between the various levels of geographic
education is very desirable. The meetings also serve an
important function for undergraduate students especially
those contemplating graduate studies.

The Canadian Geographer/Le Géographe canadien
(TCGILGC)

Roger Hayter has served as Editor of TCG/LGC
since January 2006. During this period Roger has
introduced some process changesincluding arestructured
editorial board. The part-time position of Production
Editor has been replaced by that of an Editorial Assistant
(Julia Afforderbach) located at Simon Fraser University
where she can providemorehands-on assistanceto Roger.
There have been some problems with French trandation
inissues during the past year but this problem now seems
to be resolved.

Roger hasalsointroduced ‘ luminaries' articlesas
afeaturein someissues. These areaseriesof integrative
or synthetic research articles by individual s with lengthy,
distinguished career perspectives. Thefirst of theseishy
Larry Bourne, University of Toronto (Vol. 51:2).
TCG/LGC isorganizing a specid lecture by Larry at the
Annual Meeting.

On the production side, Blackwell merged with
Wiley tobecomeWiley-Blackwell. We have been assured
that thiswill not affect the very good relationship that we
have built up with Blackwell; indeed we anticipate that
there will be a number of advantages especiadly in the
marketing scope that the merger provides. During the
2006 calendar year, TCG/LGC tota circulationincreased
12.6% from 3,432 to 3,867. Online-only subscriptions
rose to amost 25% of full rate subscriptions. TCG/LCG
articlesweredownloaded 22,698 timesthrough Blackwell
Synergy an 11% increase over 2005. Despite these
positive trends the impact factor (1Sl rating) for

Coté production, Blackwell a fusionné avec

nous avons établies avec Blackwell. A vrai dire, nous
prévoyons un certain nombre d’ avantages a escompter,
particuliérement en ce qui concernel’ augmentation dela
commercialisation que permet la fusion. Au cours de
I'année civile 2006, le tirage total du TCG/LGC a
augmenté de 12,6 % en passant de 3 432 a 3 867
exemplaires. L es abonnements uni quement él ectroniques
ont presgue atteint 25 % des abonnements au taux
complet. Les articles de TCG/LCG ont été téléchargés a
22 698 reprisespar I intermédiairede Blackwell Synergy,
soit une hausse de 11 % par rapport a 2005.

Nousnégocionsactuellement un nouveau contrat
avec Wiley-Blackwell. Cette entente prévoit que
Wiley-Blackwell numériseragratuitement touslesanciens
numéros de TCG/LCG dans le cadre de son programme
L egacies (patrimoine), et ces numéros seront accessibles
par I'intermédiaire de Blackwell Synergy qui seratitulaire
des droits exclusifs de ladistribution de TCG/LGC.

Libre accés

Le débat sur lelibre acces se poursuit et semble
se complexifier de plus en plus. L’an dernier, le Conseil
de recherches en sciences humaines (CRSH) a annoncé
gu’il n’accorderait pas de fonds aux revues n’ offrant pas
le libre accés. Nous recevons pres de 22 000 $ par an du
Consell afin de subvenir aux besoins de la production de
la revue. Toutefois, le CRSH a prolongé d'une autre
année la période de versement des fonds afin de mieux
examiner lesconséquencesd’ unetelleinitiative. Ainsi, le
financement futur par le CRSH semble incertain. Vu la
nécessité de reconduire notre contrat d'édition et parce
guelaquestion du libre accés est toujoursen délibération,
nous ne pouvons pas faire grand-chose actuellement.
Nous sommestres satisfaitsdelaqualité delaproduction,
des efforts de commercialisation et de I’ appui que nous
accorde Blackwell et nous espérons que le nombre des
abonnements augmentera suffisamment pour absorber la
perte future possible de la subvention du CRSH. En ao(it
dernier, j'a répondu au questionnaire de I’ Association
canadienne des revues savantes concernant la subvention
de CRSH alarevueet lelibre acces.

I nterventions

Bien que, I'an dernier a cette date, il semblait
gue Ressources naturelles Canada (RNC) cesserait
d’'imprimer et de stocker les copies papier des cartes

TCG/LGC remainsrelatively low at 0.491, however, we
continueto bereassured by Wiley-Blackwell staff that we
should not be overly concerned.

We are in the process of negotiating a new
contract with Wiley-Blackwell. As part of this
arrangement, Wiley-Blackwell will digitizeall pastissues
of TCG/LCG for free as part of their Legacies program
and these will be available through Blackwell Synergy
who will be given sole rights to distribute TCG/LGC.

Open Access

The debate over ‘open access continues and
seems increasingly complex. Last year SSHRC
announced that they would not be providing funding to
journalsthat did not have open access. Wereceiveamost
$22,000 per year fromthemto support journal production.
However, SSHRC has extended the period of funding for
another year to more fully investigate the implications.
Sofuturefunding from SSHRC seemsuncertain. Because
of our need to renew our publishing contract, and because
the open access issue is still under debate, there is little
that we can do at present. We are very happy with the
quality of production, marketing efforts and support that
we receive from Blackwell and hopefully the number of
subscriptions will increase to cover the potential future
loss of the SSHRC grant. Last August | responded to a
questionnaire from the Canadian Association of Learned
Journals concerning SSHRC Journal funding and open
access.

I nterventions

Although last year at this time it looked as if
Natural Resources Canada would cease printing and
storing paper copies of topographical maps the decision
was reversed as a result of a mgjor outcry from user
groups—including aletter on behalf of the CAG by Chris
Sharpe (then President). | received a letter from NRC
announcing this and acknowledging the CAG’ sinput—so
thank you Chris.

| was called upon by several CAG members|ast
July to join many other groups and individuals (including
the AAG) inwriting aletter of support for Ghazi Falah, a
Canadian geographer and Middle Eastern specidist at the
University of Akron, Ohio. Dr Fala had been arrested in
Israel, whilst onafamily visit for taking photographs near
the Israel/Lebanon border. | wrote to the Canadian
Embassy in Israel emphasizing the academic
accomplishments of Dr. Falah and explaining that the
action of taking photographs was a normal activity for
field based geographers. After alengthy detainment Dr.
Falah was released.

Outreach

Last year Chris Sharpe said in his President’s
report that his goa was “to see the CAG taking a
prominent role continued....

hard in getting thisinitiative rolling. We appointed Barry
Wellar (now retired from the University of Ottawa) asthe
Media Program Director for GAW. He brought his
considerable energy and commitment to events last
November and is aready gearing up for this year at a
much larger scalethat will involvemany moreindividuals
and universities across the country. Special sessions at
the Annual Meeting are designed to engage more active
participation by members. | hope you will all rise to the
challenge of enhancing the profile of our discipline. |
thank both Chris and Barry for their commitment to this
endeavour.

National and International Links

The CAG engages with various organizations
both nationally and internationally on issues of common
interest.

AsPresident of the CAG, | serve as Chair of the
Canadian National Commission for the IGU. In addition
to myself members of that committee include Olav
Slaymaker and Gita Laidler (CAG), Louise Maffett,
(RCGS), and Guy Mercier (APGQ). The committee
participated in voting in two elections for members of the
IGU executive. We considered an IGU initiative entitled
“Culturesand Civilizationsfor Human Development” but
on the basis of feedback from Audrey Kobayashi, who
has expertise in this area, decided that the initiative was
not something with which we should become involved.

At last year's CAG AGM we agreed to allocate
$10,000 as seed money to raise funds for a feasibility
study for potentially hosting an 1GU conference in
Canada in 2016. This has proven to be problematic
especially as the RCGS was unable to contribute any
funding. Attempts to seek funding from Federal
government agencies such as the National Research
Council and Environment Canadawere al so unsuccessful
— athough | admit that may have been due to my
inexperience at fund raising. Whileitisunlikely that we
can move forward on this in time for a 2016 bid, | will
bring the issue back to the Executive to ascertain future
interest.

There was an effort in the past year to develop
greater interaction between the AAG and CAG. Severa
special joint AAG/CAG sessions on Canada/US issues
were highlighted at the AAG meeting in San Francisco
and US geographerswere encouraged to participatein the
Saskatoon meeting.

TheAssociation of Canadian Studiesisplanning
a conference in October on the teaching of Geography.
We felt that the CAG should have some profile in this
event. Bob Sharpe, Wilfrid Laurier University, who
serves as the CAG representative on the Council for
Geographic Education (CGE) has offered to represent the
interests of the CAG continued....

Lorsdel’ assembléegénéraleannuelledel’ ACG
de I’an dernier, nous avons convenu d' affecter 10 000 $
comme mise de fondsinitiale afin de recueillir des fonds
pour une étude de faisabilité sur lapossibilité d’ accueillir
une conférence de I’UGI au Canada en 2016. Cela s'est
révélé hasardeux, vu particuliérement que la SGRC ne
pouvait pas accorder de fonds. Les tentatives visant a
obtenir des fonds d'organismes fédéraux comme le
Conseil national de recherches du Canada et
Environnement Canadaont égal ement étévaines, bien que
je sois contrainte dadmettre que cela pourrait étre
attribuable a mon inexpérience dans le domaine de la
collecte de fonds. Bien gu'il semble peu probable que
nous puissions poser notre candidature pour 2016, je
saisirai de nouveau le comité exécutif delaquestion pour
vérifier si le projet pourrait devenir intéressant.

Audrey Kobayashi, Queen’ sUniversity, wasthe
CAG representative at the Canadian Federation of
Humanitiesand Social Sciences (CFHSS) meetings. She
was recently elected to serve on the CFHSS Board as the
representative of medium sized associations for a
two-year term. As lan MacLachlan, a member of the
CAG executive, is also a CFHSS Board member, our
interests are well represented with the Federation. One
CFHSS initiative is a membership campaign to enhance
membership in Canadian scholarly associations. Audrey
kindly provided feedback to CFHSS on their strategy.

There are a number of committees on issues of
relevance to geographers and it is important that we find
representative from the CAG to ensure that the discipline
is not marginalized. While members of the Executive
serve many of these functions we are always grateful for
service contributions from the members at large — so
thank you to Jeff, Audrey and Bab.

Archives

As retirements increase we have had a few
requests from members to archive various materias.
Unfortunately we have two constraints: the services of an
archivist, and space. Although we retain (in Vaerie's
office) some archival material, thisis directly related to
CAG business. We do not have the capacity to manage
other materials.

Liability

In what seems to be an increasingly litigious
society, the Executive has for some time been seeking
clear direction concerning issues of liability that the
Association might encounter. Mary-Louise Byrne has
instructed our legal advisors to initiate the process for
Federal incorporation. Wehavebeen advised that Federal
incorporation provides certain protections against some
issues of liability.

Website

Work continueson developing the CAG website.

1. Geography Awareness Week (GAW) 2007 in
Canada has been designed to put us among the first
countries in the world in which each school day of the
week is actually regarded as an opportunity to promote
geography awareness on a topic of societal interest.
Moreover, if we do abang-up job, some Canadians might
even be persuaded to think geographic thoughts on the
week-end. Five Theme Days have been selected for
GAW, andthey areasfollows: Weather and Climate Day,
Nov. 12; Water Day, Nov. 13; GIS Day, Nov. 14;
Transportation Day, Nov. 15; Food and Health Day, Nov.
16.

2. The decision to label our program Geography
Awareness Week is consistent with our institutional
reality -- thisis Canadian Association of Geographers --,
S0 it is appropriate that GIS Day be part of the Week. |
hasten to add that this decision is receiving informed
attention from GI S groups, and from those in the industry
who realize that a Week of five Days actually increases
the exposure time and the opportunity to elaborate the
utility of GIS.

3. Asnotedinvariousissuesof CAGList aswell
asin communicationsto Department Chairs, each Theme
will be the responsibility of a team with a Leader and
several Coordinators who will select the extra-university
websites to be linked to the CAG website.

4. To ensure that the task is doable, and that
quality prevails, a maximum of ten (10) Canadian
websites will be selected by each Theme team. Two
primary conditions for selection are the explicit regard
shown for geography in the website contents, and the
informational and instructional merit of the presentations.
(Y es, these conditions do represent a raised bar.)

5. The two sessions on GAW at the 2007 CAG
Annual Meeting were extremely vauable in terms of
benchmarking the CAG’s entry into the GAW process,
and as a venue for identifying individuals with ideas,
energy, and enthusiasm who wish to actively participate
in making GAW 2007 afirst-rate endeavour.

6. The video record made of the GAW sessions
contains numerous lessons|earned and suggestions about
GAW activities. Time and resources permitting, a series
of mini videos will be prepared that can be used in
discussionswith website sponsors, aswell asin classroom
environments from elementary schools through to
colleges and universities.

geography on Canadian Studiesmay seemto many as*old
hat’ there are opportunities for geographers to engage in
new approaches that are emerging - for example, in
borderlandsstudies. Victor Konrad, Carleton University,
who has had a long engagement with Canadian Studies,
observed at the AAG sessions, that borderlands are
becoming a rich ground for theorizing issues such as
neoliberalism, culture, trade flows, security and
citizenship.

As| noted in my column in the last Newsdletter,
we need to consider our place as geographers in the
context of interdisciplinary programs. Canadian Studies
seemsto have dlipped off the radar for many geographers,
perhaps being perceived as traditional or less relevant to
modern geography than it once was. However, in the
publication | mentioned above there is a distinct
movement towards a conceptual complexity that goes
beyond comparison of countries, that many geographers
would find interesting. On the curricular side geography
is not well represented in Canadian Studies programs.
Thissituation will not change unless there are champions
within the discipline who elect to engage with Canadian
studies programs

So, my challengeto you isto think about what it
means to be a ‘Canadian’ geographer. This has
implications regarding your relationship to the
Association. If you are reading this column you are most
likely amember. However, many of your colleagues are
not. | urge you to help convince them to join the
Canadian Association of Geographers. Let’snot only be
proud of being geographers but also proud of the
distinctive Canadian perspective that we can offer to our
discipline.
